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Factorial structure of giving behavior among Egyptians and
Saudis of both sexes.

(A cross-cultural study)

Abstract

Current study aims to explore the factorial structure of giving
behavior among a group of participants from two different cultures (N
= 556), students from Tanta University in Egypt (N = 256) 90 male
students, 166 female students, and Jazan University in Saudi Arabia
(N = 300) 150 male students, 150 female students of an age range (18
to 29) years (M = 5,23, P = 4,3), the researchers applied the study tool
(giving behavior Scale), translated, and prepared by researchers. And
by using the exploratory factor analysis, t-test, covariance analysis.
The results indicated to three factors that all explained (56%) of the
total variance of giving behavior for Egyptians and five factors that
explained (57%) of the variance among Saudis, and three factors
explained (55%) of the total variance of the giving behavior among
males, three factors explained (50%) of the variance in females, and a
statistically significant effect was found for interaction between
cultural diversity factors, and gender difference on the behavior of
giving, in favor of Saudi culture versus Egyptian, and in favor of
Females versus males (F = 7,4), significant at level of (03,0). The
results were discussed in light of the need to integrate young people in
activities that stimulate giving in its various types, and to give them
the opportunity to express their social responsibilities towards their
society through giving behaviors.
